Kerala hopes industry follows

WHEN SHE SET out to direct
her first feature film, Adithya
Baby had an army of university
classmates as her cast and
crew.The familiarity of friends
ensured that the production of
Kamadevan Nalkshatram
Kandu (Cupid Saw the Star), the
Malayalam language film
screened at thejust-concluded
International Film Festival of
Kerala (IFFK), was a safe work-
place for everyone. Many more
women professionals in the
Malayalam film industry are
hoping it would be the same
for them too, even without a
close circle of friends.

The 29th edition of IFFK
(December 13-20), held after
the much-delayed release of
the Justice Hema Committee
report on sexual harassmentin
the film industry in Kerala
three monthsago,haskeptthe
focus on women in cinema
with a female-centric pro-
gramming this year. However,
the symbolic gesture does lit-
tletoassuage the grieved.With
justice for the unnamed sur-
vivors in the redacted report
still undelivered, calls for
action against the perpetrators
of violence against women in
Malayalam cinema are getting
louder in the southern state.
“The Hema Committee report
has made a serious impact not
only on the Malayalam film
industry, but also in other
states. It has shaken the old
order of powerand patriarchy,’
says Fowzia Fathima, co-
founder of the 120-member
Indian Women Cinematogra-
phers’ Collective. “The next
generation has taken note of
how better the environment
can be at the workplace,” adds
Fathima.

The counterparts of Kerala
women film professionals in
other major film-producing
statesalsoawaita credible out-
come of the Hema Committee
report. The first such govern-

ment-initiated probe in the
Indian film industry, the com-
mittee is expected to help cre-
ate a model for safety at work-
place in Indian cinema.

Women’s rights activists
and collectives in cinema
attribute a direct relation to
violence againstwomen to the
lack of opportunities for them
in the industry. Implementa-
tion of the Justice Hema Com-
mittee report, women profes-
sionals in Kerala say, should
include education and aware-
ness of workplace rules, partic-
ularly about
the POSH Act, through work-
shops formale and female pro-
fessionals, formation of inter-
nal complaints committees,
employment of  more
women technicians and
50:50 representation.

Many in the Malayalam
film industry are cautious
about the outcome.“There isa
danger of lip service in the
notion of equality,” warns
Fathima.“Thereport shouldn’t
get brushed under the carpet.

During shooting, now
there is a coach who is watch-
ing and preparing any female
in an intimate scene to ensure
there is no abuse. The coach is
a trained psychology profes-
sional who is a safeguard
against intrusions against
female actors. We need that
here too.”
